Rationale:

The Education and Training Reform Act 2006 requires that children of school age (six to seventeen
years) resident in Victoria are reqguired to be in full - time attendance at a government or registered
non - government school unless they are receiving approved home tuition, correspondence education,
or have been granted an exemption by the Regional Director.

Aims:
Launching Place Primary School aims:
* To maximise student learning opportunities and performance by ensuring that all children
required to attend school do so regularly, without unnecessary or frivolous absences.

Implementation:

# [Education is a sequential process. Absences often mean students miss important stages in the
development of topics, causing them to find ‘catching up® difficult.

= Absenteeism contributes significantly to student failure at school.

= All enrolled students are required to attend school unless reasonable and valid grounds exist for
them to be absent.

# [liness is reasonable grounds for an absence — shopping excursions or birthday parties are not.

= Parents have a responsibility to ensure that their children attend school regularly, and are only
absent if lll or if absolutely necessary.

= Parents have a further responsibility to telephone the school explaining why an absence has
occurred. If the absence is more than one day, a written note must be provided.

# The principal has a responsibility to ensure that attendance records are maintained and
monitored at school.

* Anautomated messaging solution (SMS) will be sent by LPPS to notify parent/carers of
unexplained student absences. The SMS will be sent at 10.00am each school day after student
attendance rolls have been completed.

= All student absences are recorded in both the morning and the afternoon by teachers, are
agegregated on our CASES database and communicated to the DET. This is necessary to:

o meet legislative requirements
< enable schiool coundls to report on student attendance annually
o discharge schools” duty of care for all students while not at school
= |t is expected that class teachers will follow up the absences of students in their grade. This
includes:
o Call a parent/ guardian if a student is absent on the 3™ day.
o Call a parent/ guardian if a note explaining an absence does not come within 3
days of the absence.
o Report to the principal if contact cannot be made.
o Report to the principal if the absence is repeated or is greater than a week.
# The DET and enrolment auditors may seek student attendance records.
